English 2201 – Independent Novel Assignment #2 – Fiction
Writing and Representing Activity

· For this assignment, you are asked to search for quotes in your novel that have deeper meaning. You will likely need somewhere between 20 to 25 quotes.

· Using either the Web 2.0 program Wordle (www.wordle.net) or a sheet of unlined paper (can be cardstock, construction paper, etc...) record the novel title and writer’s name in capital letters in a prominent position

Following this, write your chosen quotes on the page in a manner that is both creative and expressive. There is a model text using John Green’s novel The Fault in our Stars. Use it as a guide.

Step #1

· Be selective about your quotes. Use only the ones that “speak to you” in some way and that you are able to discuss and defend if you were prompted.

· As well, use at least two complementary colours that give insight into both the context of the quotes and the atmosphere or mood of the scene. 

· Be attentive to both font choices and overall layout.

Step #2

Select the two most powerful quotes that were meaningful to you in the novel.

· In a well-written essay (of approximately 250 words ), discuss how your chosen quotes helped to develop one of the following literary devices:

· Theme 

· Conflict (and also show how this conflicted moment helped to develop the character)

· How a literary element within the quote(for example:  foreshadowing, irony, dialogue, diction, symbol, etc...) helps to develop your character or an important theme

· You may also decide to combine these in some manner in your analysis, which is fine as well.

You may decide to use both quotes for one single essay, or you may choose to write two essays using one quote in each. That is personal choice.
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
