English Assignment 3201 -- Poetry in Song Assignment
For this assignment, you have TWO options:

a) To select a song (keeping in mind appropriate content and language for a school setting)

b) To create your own song (keeping in mind the same disclaimer above)
This assignment requires THREE components:

a) A presentation of your findings (and performing or playing of a portion of the song – the relevant lyrics to the assignment. Total presentation time will range from 4-6 minutes)

	You should play/perform approximately 0:30 to 1:30 of your song. (Whatever amount of the audio gives your audience context to understand your interpretation of the lyrics below). Following this, your presentation should be anywhere from 3-5 minutes. (Playing more of the song will not give you credit towards the 3-5 minute timeframe! (). You can play different segments of the song OR play one longer segment. 
This should be prepared in advance of your presentation time. Youtube link? iPhone and mini-Bluetooth speakers? CD? Bring it to your ELA teacher the morning of your presentation (at the absolute latest) to ensure playability. It is your responsibility to ensure this component is ready.


b) To aid your oral presentation, a visual component is also required using Google Slides (The Google equivalent of Powerpoint). This will be found on Google Classroom. This portion of your assignment will also receive a grade and must be provided.

c) Submit the lyrics (a copy and paste from a website is perfectly fine here. Acknowledge the site from which you borrowed the work). Paste them into Google Classroom as well on the appropriate document.
 Include the following in your presentation:

· Literal interpretation: Describe the situation. What is going on? Who is the speaker? Are there characters or a setting? Who are they speaking to? What about?

· Thematic interpretation: What is the author’s message about the topic? What is the central idea or message of the song? Support your answer with two (2) references to the song.

· What is the tone: What is the speaker’s attitude toward the subject matter? Chose an appropriate word, or words, to describe the tone and support your answer with at least two (2) references to the poem. (Use your “Tone Vocabulary” handout for guidance).

· Identify literary techniques: What literary devices does the author use to get his or her message across effectively? 
Apart from your discussion and presentation, highlight or underline each device you notice in the lyrics sheet you are submitting. Use a different color for each device. Provide a color key with the lyrics.

· Explain literary techniques: In your analysis explain how three (3) of the literary devices identified help the author convey his or her message.
· Respond Personally: What is your opinion of the song? Does it have any associations to you? Bring about any thoughts? Feelings? Ideas? Any particular mood associated with it for you? Do you like the lyrics? Think the message is worthwhile? Why or why not? *You do not have to discuss all these questions. They are a guide to help you bring your presentation to an effective conclusion*
