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The novel you have just read is being reviewed by the board of directors at Holy Spirit High!  
Your task is to do a novel review.  You must design a poster that will grab the attention of your audience. This poster will be orally presented before the class and you must provide an evaluation of the quality and suitability of the novel for Grade Nine students.
In doing this, you should focus on explaining why you have formed the opinions you have about your novel and characters.  

A novel review is different from a book report. Your own thoughts, feelings, and opinions form the basis of your presentation! It should cause the audience to express interest and wish to read the book, or to avoid reading it altogether!

Also consider the following: 

· What is the main character like? (General Background, Physical Appearance, Character Traits)  
· Ask yourself – Can I relate to any of the life lessons the main character learns? What do you think is an important theme?
· Choose an important or powerful quote spoken by your character and explain what it reveals about them.  

· What conflict does the main character(s) confront?

· What internal, interpersonal and/or external events do the characters experience? Ask yourself – Do I agree with how the conflicts were resolved? Why/why not?
· What is the climax of the novel? How is this significant?

· How does this important event make the novel more interesting? What was the most suspenseful moment leading up to the climax? 
Some other elements you may want to consider on your poster are:

· Title and Author
· Audience Rating (Ensure you provide THREE reasons outlining why you liked or disliked the novel)
· A creative and original prop or visual that represents the novel
The presentation should be a minimum of three minutes, and a maximum of five minutes. As a general rule, approximately half of your presentation should focus on what your personal opinions of the book (and a bit of evidence from the novel to back up your ideas), rather than simply telling us the elements of a novel/short story (Plot, Setting, Character’s names, etc…)
