Interactive Notebook -- King Oedipus
The purpose of an interactive notebook is to enable students to be creative, independent thinkers and writers. You may work alone or with a partner. Groups are a MAXIMUM of two. 
In order to complete this assignment correctly, we will spend some class time discussing the elements of a strong interactive notebook. We will view a Prezi and PPT as well (the links will be on my website) and class time will be given for the completion of this work.

The left-hand side of the booklet will be for student output (your creative work). The right-hand side of each booklet will be teacher-directed information or any notes you may record when using the school iPads to help you complete your work. This may come in the form of handouts, notes, etc…So although it appears to be a ‘eighteen page assignment’, it is actually 9 pages of student work, and 9 pages of notes and materials that will be provided in class (either teacher-directed or student-driven). 
Note that the right-hand side will only be graded for completion. So do not worry about recording ideas/thoughts/etc…that ultimately will not appear on your finished work (on the left-side). However, you must use the right-hand side as required to receive full completion marks.
Page One (L): Biographical information on Sophocles in an infographic
Page Two: Any notes you record from your iPad will be taken here. Use MLA citations!
Page Three (L): Reduce the background information of the play into ten points and list them creatively (interesting font, illustrations, page format, etc) (pp.23-24)

Page Four: List all the relevant background information here for consideration before condensing the list to ten points. 
Page Five ½ (L): create a visual (draw a picture) of Oedipus as he listens to the priest describe the tragedies that are happening in Thebes (thought bubbles may be added to show what he is thinking about. (pp. 26-27)

Page Five ½ (L): create a visual (draw a picture) of Creon’s entry to Thebes; include details from the description provided. (p. 27).

Page Six: Notes should be recorded here that help to show what the visual depicts.
Page Seven: How is dramatic irony an important element of this play? (pages 29, 32-33, or 52 are great choices). Provide TWO examples to demonstrate your understanding. 

Page Eight: Define the term in large font and be creative in designing around it.

Page Nine: Demonstrate the characterization of Oedipus using quotes from the text and visuals. Answer “How does Oedipus change in this play?” in short quotes and drawings, photographs, diagrams, etc. Use the following pages as reference points to help show this change:

Page Ten: A series of quotes and notes you considered for this question should be recorded here. Every quote/idea here does NOT have to appear on page nine.
Page Eleven: Create a four-windowed foldable that shows the use of literary devices in this play. Choose four literary devices from the teacher list provided. Define the literary term on the outside of the flaps and provide TWO examples of each literary device from the play on the inside of the flaps. You should record the speaker and page number as well. (Any literary device we’ve discussed other than dramatic irony, theme, or conflict is fine…you will be discussing those terms in other questions)
Page Twelve: Teacher will provide notes to staple or glue here!
Page Thirteen: What is a major theme of this play? Write your response in a clear statement in large bold letters through the page. Provide supporting evidence (quotes, notes, visuals, other features of text) around the thematic statement. There should be a minimum of three examples from the play to support your theme.
Page Fourteen: Teacher will provide notes on board to be copied here. 

Page Fifteen: Create a three-windowed foldable identifying the different kinds of conflict that occur in the play. Write the title “Internal Conflict” and a brief definition on the front of one flap; under that flap write specific examples of internal conflict from the play involving Oedipus. Follow the same procedure for both interpersonal and external conflict.
Page Sixteen: Any notes you discuss/record for the differing conflicts should be recorded here. All conflicts discussed do not have to appear on page fifteen.

Page Seventeen: Imagine you are an Athenian journalist in the 4th c. BC when Sophocles’ play is first performed at a drama festival. Write a review of how Oedipus fits THREE elements of a Tragic Hero. Double-space this piece of writing. 
Page Eighteen: Teacher will give notes to be glued/stapled here. 
Note: Leads, Scissors, Glue, and some colored paper and magazines (for the collage) will be provided but you may want to consider bringing your own supplies as my teacher supply is limited. 
Note: Pages 7 and 17 are the only pages where you are required to write a formal response. Therefore, each member of the group must answer one of these questions. The same student cannot submit both formal written responses on behalf of the group. (
As well, to receive full credit, you must be actively working in class on this work.
