-Response must have a BEGINNING, MIDDLE and END.

Grading Scale Explained

Personal Response (10 point question)

· Content with support – personal ideas are well-developed and relevant to the task

· Diction – word choice is clear, effective and varied

· Mechanics – command of conventions such as sentence construction, sentence usage, spelling, grammar, capitalization and punctuation

· Organization – ideas are presented in a clear and focused manner
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Voice – personality of the writer is evident

Introduction should…

· Should be written in FIRST PERSON and use “I”
· Restate the quote and author if included.

· Explain what the quote/image means… how you understand it.

· Clearly agree or disagree with the premise of the quote

· Transition –Perhaps the best examples of how this quote relates to my life…

1. Clearly develop one personal narrative that relates to the quote.

a. Over two paragraphs develop clearly how your one personal anecdote relates to the quote.
i. Connect the two points with a transition

OR

2. Clearly develop two separate experiences in your life that relate to the quote.

a. Each paragraph needs to recount an anecdote that relates relate to the quote and why.

i. Connect the two experiences with a transition
OR

3. Clearly develop a positive and a negative paragraph with a personal experience.  Either one way the outcome was positive and one way it was negative or one experience where you followed the quote and the outcome was negative and another where you followed the quote and the outcome was positive.

a. Each paragraph needs to relate to the quote and explain why it was negative or positive.

i. Connect the two experiences with a transition

· Restate the quote and author.  

· Make a generic statement about meaning…

DON’T GENERALIZE (All kids experience bullying… make it personal… you experienced it)
