Follow the format below to ensure you receive a mark on this component of the project that reflects your ability. What should you bring to these TWO classes?

Be sure to check the reading schedule on the ELA Dept. Website 

a) Any notes you have taken with regards to the novel. This can be tabs in the book, notes, etc…

b) Your research notes (if you have any)

c) Your research question

d) Any other materials you’ve worked on (i.e. found poem, etc…)

e) Your novel

Step One (First 20 Minutes of Class)

- Pod up with friends/peers (groups of 4; I will match groups that are smaller) and discuss how to actually complete each component of the assignment. After this has taken place, there should be no students that are unsure the requirements of this work.
- Feel free to ask the teacher for clarification on any aspect. But your group should attempt to work together to gather as much information as you can.

Step Two (Next 20 Minutes of Class)

-You will be asked to pod up with those who are reading the same novel. Some groups will be larger than others.

-Those who are reading novels that are not being viewed by others will be broken down into genres.

Your task? To share ideas. How formal to what extent this goes will depend on the group. The hope is that you spend time breaking down ways to answer the research component of the project. 

· Note: Your group may choose to share work, but that is personal choice. 

Step Three (Final 10 Minutes of Class)
· You may continue discussing anything from above. If those conversations are finished, you may choose to photocopy/share

How do you ‘lose’ marks on this speaking/listening activity?

a) If you are ‘wasting time’ and only attempting to discuss the novel when your teacher is actively engaging your group

b) If you spend your time playing games/texting/sharing pictures/or any other smartphone activity that does not involve google classroom or research links

c) If you come unprepared with nothing to share with your group

d) If you, at any time, distract others within your group or outside your group

e) If you do not attempt the activity and say there’s ‘nothing to do’. There’s always some component to work on!

f) If you leave your group and wander 

g) If you do not show up to class for either activity period. You will not ‘lose marks’ for being absent of course, but you cannot receive grades either. This will make it necessary to do a more formal speaking activity with your novel to earn a grade that can’t otherwise be earned. So make every attempt to come to these classes!
