For this assignment you will need:

· Choose 2 of the 15 poems below to analyze 

· Go the internet and search for 1 more poem (YOUR CHOICE!) that you will analyze as well. These ‘individual choice’ poems can be song lyrics if you like. 

· Find 3 visuals that thematically link to EACH of the 3 poems you chose (one visual per poem) 

· Follow the analysis instructions below for each of your poem/visual pairings

	· Suggest a title for this visual and explain why it is appropriate 

	· Choose one image from the poem and discuss how this image is particularly effective in the poem as a whole
